1. Call to Order, Invocation, and Pledge of Allegiance - Mayor Williams called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.  TC Ruise gave the invocation and the town council led the pledge.

2. Roll Call - Members present: Mayor Williams, Vice-Mayor Rivers, Councilors R. Williams and J. Watson.  Members absent: Councilor K. Burch.

3. Additions, Deletions, and/or Amendments to the Agenda - None. Mayor Williams asked for a motion to accept the agenda as printed. Vice-Mayor Rivers made the motion and Councilor J. Watson seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.

4. Approval of Minutes: July 9, 2024 - Mayor Williams asked for a motion to accept the minutes as printed. Vice-Mayor Rivers made the motion and Councilor R. Williams seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.

5. Financial Report: Richard Powell of Powell Consulting - (see attached)

6. Administrative / Departmental Reports:  

a) Town Manager: Vanessa George - TM George read the FMIT list of properties to be covered by liability.  (see attached)  

b) Public Works: Ray Vaughn - Ray stated that the bridge on First Street was washed out by the storm.  He will make a call to Jasper to see if they would assist with a simple fix until we make contact with the state; as there has been no designation for FEMA to come in. Locally, all yard debris and brush will be handled by the town, DOT, and Hamilton County will assist with “other”.  Councilor R. Williams asked if there is a pick-up date?  No pickup date has been scheduled at this time, per Ray Vaughn.
			
c) Fire: Chief Steve Stith - Firefighters/EMT are on the schedule Sunday through Monday.  We are answering all calls while in on duty.  There was little damage from the storm to the ceiling.  TM George stated that we could pay through ARPA funds if needed/covered.

1. Tay Dickinson - stated that the Summer Camp was a success.  All youth were given participation certificates.  She thanked the council for the $1K contribution as it was stretched to the maximum.  She continues to look for activities for the youth throughout the year, it is much needed.

9. Old Business: 

a) CDBG Update - Spencer Nabors - Mr. Nabors - TC Ruise stated that Mr. Nabors came to our last regular council meeting and gave an update on all of our homeowner and contractor applications.  At this time, one of the 6 homeowner applicants sent us a withdrawal letter for the CDBG program.  Her withdrawal was accepted by the state and any access funding will be provided to the remaining 5 applicants.

b) FMIT Asset List Update - TM Vanessa George - stated that she gave the report earlier and would ask that the council accept and approve the list. Mayor Williams asked for a motion to accept the FMIT list given by TM George. Vice-mayor Rivers made the motion and Councilor R. Williams seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.

d) HCSO Discussion - TM Vanessa George - TM George read the letter to HCSO severing our Interlocal Agreement. (see attached) Attorney Jean-Bart read resolution (24-01) to be attached with the letter. Mayor Williams asked for a motion to accept the letter to HCSO along with the resolution by Atty. Jean-Bart.  Vice-Mayor Rivers made the motion and Councilor R. Williams seconded.  Motion passed 4-0. Letter and Resolution will be mailed to HCSO.
